In Oregon there are over 600 unique types
of bees. Each type of bee is called a species. Scientists
who study bees use the parts of a bee to identify them.
To help understand how alike or different they are,
scientists put similar species together into a group called
a genus. In this book, you learned about a few of the
most common genera (plural of genus) in Oregon.
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Three Different Types of Pollen-Carrying Structures:

Coxa
Femur

Basatarsus
Claw

Tarsal segment

Abdomen

Corbicula (pollen basket)
Honey bee

Scopa (hairs on back leg)
Mining bee

Scopa (hairs beneath the abdomen)
Leafcutter bee
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All bees 
have 3 body segments

(head, thorax, abdomen), 
6 legs, and 4 wings.
